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3-in-1 Picture 
Ages 4 and Up 

Each one of these pictures is charming on its own.  Put them all 
together, and you’ll have a stunning piece of art for your walls.   
 
Try to combine a variety of mediums in each picture: india ink and oil 
pastels, polka-dot painters and sharpie marker, bleach painting and 
water colors, for example.  You can also use whatever you have around 
the house: markers, chalk, watercolors, crayons, colored pencils, etc.   
 
Start by trimming your light-colored card-stock to size: 3” x  9”, 2” x  
9”, and 5” x  9”.  I recommend creating a few pictures of each size then 
picking the best ones to frame.  When the artwork has dried, mount on 
to an 11” x 14” piece of mat board using Spray Adhesive and then 
place in a frame.   

Polka-Dot Painters and Sharpie Pen:  
Have your child decorate a few pieces of 
the 2” x 9” pieces of card stock with 
polka dots.  Allow to dry.  Add some 
doodles to these pictures with a thin 
black marker (my favorite is the Extra 
Fine Point Sharpie). 

India Ink and Water -Soluble Oil Pastels:  With a 
sharpened stick or small paint brush, have your child draw 
on a few pieces of the 3” x 9” card stock with the ink.  
You may want to supervise this pretty closely. �   Allow 
to dry.  Add some color to these pictures with the Oil 
Pastels.  With a small brush or a finger, rub some water on 
the colored areas to dissolve the pastels and create a softer 
look. 

Bleach Painting, Pen, and Water Color:  
Add a small amount of bleach to a container of 
water.   With a brush, have your child apply 
some dabs and squiggles of this “magic water” 
to a piece of 5” x 9”  light-colored card stock.  
Watch as the wet areas change color right 
before your eyes.  Allow to dry.  Add some 
interesting doodles with a thin Sharpie.  Add 
some dabs of color with water colors.
