
Apple Prints 
Ages 3 and Up 
 

 
I am absolutely in love with this project.  
It epitomizes what Artsy Mommy is all 
about…taking something simple and 
child-like and turning it into something 
that will be on your walls for decades.  
Everybody has seen or heard of this kind 
of activity, but I have taken it a little 
further.   
 
I found 10” x 20” frames at my local craft 
store, but any long frame will work.  
 
 

 

Materials:  
Apples 
Red, Brown, and Green Acrylic Craft Paint 
Paper Plate 
Toothpick 
Poster Board 
Green Card Stock 
Spray Adhesive 
 

Directions: 
1. Cut an apple in half longwise (from top to bottom) 
2. Squeeze some red paint onto a paper plate.   
3. Place the apple cut-side-down in the paint and 

move it around until covered with the paint. 
4. Firmly press the apple onto a piece of poster 

board to create a print.  Repeat as many times as 
desired. 

5. Squeeze a small amount of brown paint onto the 
paper plate. 

6. Dip one end of a toothpick in the brown paint 
and add a small line of brown paint to each 
apple for the stem. 

7. Squeeze a small amount of green paint onto the 
paper plate. 

8. Dip a finger or thumb into the green paint and 
press it onto each apple for the leaf. 

9. Allow to dry. 
10. Cut out three of the apples and trim the edges to make a square.  Mine were 3.25” square. 
11. With spray adhesive, mount each apple onto a piece of green card stock cut just slightly larger than the 

apples.  My green squares were 3.5” square. 
12. With spray adhesive, mount each framed apple onto a piece of poster board cut to fit in the frame you found.  

My poster board was 10” x 20”.
