
 
Circle and Square Pictures 
Ages 3-6 
 
This was one of my first projects that I created for my art 
program, and it is still one of my favorites.  There is something 
aesthetically pleasing about the layering of circles and squares.  
No matter how your child does this picture it will be a keeper! 
 
Materials: 
Mat Board Piece – 6” square 
Colored Paper Tape** or Colored Paper 
1.5” Square Paper Punch 
1” Circle Paper Punch 
7oz Tub O Foamies - Fun Shapes by Darice 
White Glue 
 
Directions: 

1. With the square and circle paper punches create a 
handful of squares and circles out of an assortment of 
colors from either the paper tape or regular colored 
paper. 

2. Pick out from the Foamie Tub the 7/8”, 5/8”, and 3/8” 
circles, and the 5/8” and 3/8” squares.  This is a little 
tedious, I know.    

3. Have your child create the first layer of shapes by 
gluing paper squares and circles onto the mat board.  If 
using the paper tape, have a wet sponge ready.  If using 
regular paper, use a glue stick.  Encourage the 
placement of circles on top of squares.  Any 
overlapping of shapes will be great. 

4. Then add the foamie shapes with small dots of white 
glue.  Controlling glue may take some practice.  Tell 
your child to do some stacking of the shapes, but not 
more than two or three shapes per stack.  Encourage 
random placement too.   

5. Allow to dry. 
 
 
** You won’t find this in craft stores.  Go to 
www.dickblick.com and enter “Gummed Artape Rolls.”   I 
love this paper tape.  It has so many uses.  One side of this tape 
has water-activated glue on it, so all your child has to do is dab 
on a wet sponge and stick.   
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
