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Flower Plaque 
Ages 5 and Up  

This is a great use for those “foamie” 
shapes that I always buy but never seem to 
know what to do with when I get home.  
This easy project will look adorable in your 
daughter’s room.  This project could easily 
be adjusted to a boy’s taste. 
 
Materials:  
Foamie Flower Stickers 
4” x 4” Wood Plaque 
Sand Paper 
Wire 
Ribbon 
Craft Paint and Paint Brush 
Spray Varnish -- optional 

Directions: 
1. Drill two holes near the top of your plaque. 
2. Instruct your child to smooth any rough spots with sand paper. 
3. Your child can paint the plaque as desired.  Allow to dry. 
4. Optional:  Coat with a layer of spray varnish for a nice finish.  Allow to dry. 
5. Have your child create her Foamie Sticker design on the plaque.  Design Tip:  Three is the 

magic number…three flowers, three layers, three pieces of ribbon. 
6. Bend and twist wire to create a wire loop for hanging.   
7. Add pieces of ribbon for a finishing touch.
