
Origami Paper Covered Boxes 
Ages 7 and Up 
 

Turn a plain kraft paper box into something really special.   
 

 
 

Materials: 
(4) sheets of 6x6 Origami Papers 
3” x 3” Kraft Paper Box – buy at artsymommy.com 
Glue Stick 
Scissors 
 

Directions: 
1. Cut the papers to the following sizes:   

#1 – keep whole 
#2 – (2) 2 ½” strips 
#3 – (1) 2 ¾” square and (1) 2 ½” square 
#4 – optional – (2) 1 ¼” strips and (1) 3 ½” square 

2. With glue stick, apply an even coat of glue to the back of #1 
paper and place the box lid in the center. 

3. Press the paper to the sides of the box lid and pinch the paper 
together at the corners. 

4. Trim off the corner sections about 1/3” from the lid. 
5. Separate the corners of the paper and overlap the paper at the 

corners.  See picture. 
6. Reapply glue to the paper, and press down inside the box lid.  

Make sure to work the paper into the inside corners. 
7. With glue stick, apply an even coat to glue to the backs of both 

strips of #2 paper. 
8. Press the paper around the 4 sides of the box bottom.  Make sure 

there is excess paper at the top and bottom of the box.  See 
pictures. 

9. Reapply glue and wrap the excess paper around to the bottom of 
the box bottom. 

10. Reapply glue and wrap the excess paper inside the box. 
11. Apply glue to the squares of #3 papers.  Place the 2 ¾” piece 

inside the box lid, and the 2 ½” piece on the bottom of the box. 
12. Optional:  Cover the inside of the box bottom.  See video for 

instructions.  
13. Optional:  Coat the outside of the box with a layer of Spray 

Varnish for a nice finish. 
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
