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Be prepared for those tricky situations where you have t
keep your kids quiet and busy. Make up a bunch of these
little note pads and surprise your kids with them.

Waiting rooms, restaurants, plane trips, and rainy days
will be a breeze when you pull out a bunch of these
colorful and fun note pads.

Materials:

Paint Sample Strips — from the paint section
Printer Paper

Large-Capacity Stapler

Regular Stapler

Mini-Markers (optional)

Directions:

1. Fold one end of the Paint Sample Strip over about 3/4
of an inch from the end.

2. Take the other end and tuck it under the folded end
(about ¥4 “) and make a crease.

3. Measure the dimensions of your cover and cut 20-25
pieces of printer paper the same size.

4. Insert the paper inside the cover and secure with a
staple from the large-capacity stapler. You could stop
at this point.

5. If you want to add a pen-holder, cut some of the paint
sample strips into 2" pieces.

6. Wrap a piece around the marker and crease to hold its
shape.

7. Staple the pen-holder to the cover behind the stack of
paper with a regular stapler.

8. Slide the marker in the holder.
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
