Glitter and Colored Sand — squeeze bottles make great dispens
especially if you're working with little ones.

Directions:

1. Start with a layer of tissue paper and Mod Podge. With a
brush, instruct your child to apply some MP to a small area
on the mat board. Stick a piece of tissue paper to the M
then put more MP on top of the tissue paper. Repeat until
the entire surface is covered.

2. Next have your child add some glitter glue. Coach your
child to “squeeze and move” when applying the glitter glue _'.\ n
to avoid huge puddles of glitter glue.
