This cute four-leafed clovékfwithe
bill. This is an easy project, especially if you're rn@apolymer
clay.

Materials:

Green Polymer Clay — Sculpey or Fimo
Wire and Pliers

Clear Nail Polish (optional)

Directions:

1. Create a little wire loop. Cut a 1.5” piece of wireldbend
it around a bamboo skewer. Hold both wire ends with a
pair of pliers and twist the skewer a few times.

2. Mold the 6 pieces of clay as shown: (1) flat circydeece,
(4) Y2 inch balls, (1) % inch stem. They don't have to be
perfect.

3. Place the four balls and the stem on the flat piechaan. ¢

4. With your thumbs press down on the pieces. Flatten to 3/8 "
of an inch thickness.

5. Insert the twisted end of the wire loop into one of the
“leaves.”

6. Bake at 250 degrees for 10 minutes. If you are using a
toaster oven, cover lightly with a piece of foilkeep the
clay from burning.

Coat with clear nail polish when cooled, if desired.
Add string or ribbon through the loop and wear.
