
Stained Glass 
Ages 3 and Up 
 
Well…not really, but this easy project sure looks like the real 
thing!  Your kids will love how this looks hanging in a window.  
You’ll love how easy and mess-free this project is.  This is a great 
project for a preschool class or daycare. 
 

 
 
Materials: 
Contact Paper 
Black Quilling Strips 
Colored Tissue Paper – cut into squares 
 
Directions: 

1. Cut a 12” x 18” piece of contact paper. 
2. Fold it in half with the clear layer on the outside. 
3. Peel back one half of the clear layer and lay it on the table 

with the sticky side facing up.  (See Picture) 
4. Instruct your child/group to stick on 6 (12”) strips of the 

quilling paper in a criss-cross pattern. 
5. Stick on the colored tissue paper in each area.  You can 

keep the colors separate or just let them add the colors 
randomly. 

6. Once finished adding tissue paper, you can peel off the rest 
of the backing paper and press the remaining half of the 
contact paper to the tissue paper layer.  When you’re done 
the tissue paper should be between two layers of contact 
paper. 

7. Hang in a window. 
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
