With a little help from Ed
Emberley (see Ed Emberley’s
Picture Pie, 1984) | was able to
create loads of little critters, cars,
bugs, fish, and flowers. And the
ideas keep coming! Once your
child gets started I'm sure that he
will come up with his own critters.

All you need for this project is a
sticker kit from the Artsy Mommy
Online Store, a thin black marker
(I like the Extra Fine Point
Sharpie), and a pair of scissors.

TIP: While making your sticker picturesit
your stickers BEFORE you peel them off the
backing paper. It helps to manage all those
little sticker shapes if they aren’t sticking to you
scissors and fingers.

Once you’ve cut your circle in half, then all of

the other cuts will look like pie shapes...startin
from the center of the circle and going out to th
outer edge. All of my critters are made from th
sizes and shapes shown here (right).

Feel free to make your own kind of cuts. Have
fun with it!
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
