Glassine Envelopes – available at www.artsymommy.com �  
Card Stock – cut to 3.5” x 4.5” 
Rubber Stamps and Ink Pads 
Foamie Hearts 
White Tags – smallish ones  
Vintage-Inspired Papers – cut into smaller pieces 
Hole Punch 
Ribbon

Directions: 
1. Instruct your child to 

select a couple of pieces 
of paper and one or two 
rubber stamps, foamie 
hearts, and tags.   

2. With a glue stick, have 
your child glue her 
selections to a piece of 
card stock.  Crooked and 
random is great!  If she’s  
making cards for an entire 
class, she shouldn’t spend 
too much time on each 
card.   

3. Punch a hole in the top of 
the card. 

4. Insert a piece of ribbon 
through the hole as shown. 

5. Slide card into a glassine 
envelope.
