3” Flower Pot

Dry Florists’ Foam
Acrylic Craft Paints
White Glue

Paper Plate

Paint Brush

Dried Moss

Plastic Coated Wire
Beads

Directions:

1. Cut a cube of florists’ foam and wedge it into the
flowerpot. It should be a tight fit.

2. Squeeze some paint onto a paper plate and have your child
paint the flowerpot.

3. Squeeze a generous amount of white glue on the top of the
florists’ foam.

4. Cover the foam with pieces of dried moss. Set flpoer
aside.

5. Cut the wire (with wire-cutters, NOT scissors!) into 12”
lengths.

6. Have your child place 3-6 beads on a piece of wire. Bend
the wire around and twist the wire to hold the beads in
place. Insert one end of the wire into the flotigiam.

Make as many flowers as desired.
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
